But does 
she know of the danger that may be held in store for her by the film 
community she visits? Many years later, Helene has grown old and is 
suffering from Alzheimer’s. Before her passing, she reveals to her 
daughter Anne about her time as an actress during the Occupation 
and her work for the French studios Continental Films, then in the 
hands of master propagandist Joseph Goebbels. This collaboration 
with the enemy led Helene to a tragic love affair with a German soldier, 
who is Anne’s real father. A long investigation into the traces of a 
terrible past then follows.
